


INTRODUCTION TO FIREFIGHTING (15 hrs.)
This course is designed for the firefighter with little or no experience.  Basics 
to be covered include fire streams, SCBA, hose practices and equipment.  
Practical applications will be used.
Needs: Full PPE
Note:  This class meets on Friday night from 7-10 p.m.  Students 
will register in the classroom.  Room numbers will be posted in the 
Registration Area in Bldg. 13.

LAW & ADMINISTRATION (15 hrs.)
This course is designed to provide a basic understanding of the governmental 
and legal system with which every code enforcement official works.  The 
course satisfies the training requirements to gain admission to the state 
qualifying exam.  Students are to furnish their own textbooks: “Legal Aspects 
of Building Code Enforcement” available from the Institute of Government 
at (919) 966-4119, Vol. 1A of the NC Building Code, and also the Rules of 
the NC Code Officials Qualification Board. 

Students 
will register in the classroom.  Room numbers will be posted in the 
Registration Area in Bldg. 13.

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OFFICER COMMAND TRAINING (12 hrs.)
This course uses table-top simulations and scenarios to help you become 
more effective and efficient in NIMS and ICS.  It will allow personnel to be 
able to make better command decisions.

PSARS – PRACTICAL SEARCH AND RESCUE SKILLS (18 hrs.)
This course is designed to provide knowledge concerning the general 
responsibilities, skills, abilities, and the equipment needed by persons who 
would be participating in a search or rescue mission.  The course is based 
around the wilderness environment.  The material is recommended as a 
base for all SAR environments.  This course is a stepping stone to higher 
level courses of training for emergency personnel.  It provides a starting 
point for a new person to SAR and an excellent refresher course for the more 
experienced SAR worker.  The starting point provides continuity during SAR 
operations and future training of all team members.
Note:  This class meets Friday night from 6 – 10 p.m., Saturday from 8 
a.m. – 6 p.m., and Sunday from 8 a.m. – 1:30 p.m.  Students will register 
in the classroom.  Room numbers will be posted in the Registration Area 
in Bldg. 13.

PREPARING YOUR DEPARTMENT FOR A SURVEY FROM NC OSFM 
(12 hrs.)
All of the latest information and factors which go into the make-up of the 
Public Protection Rating for cities and rural fire districts will be reviewed in 
this class.  It is intended for those departments interested in improving and/
or maintaining Fire Department’s Public Protection Rating.  Record keeping 
of training, apparatus service testing, hose testing, hydrant inspection, and 
other related documents are covered.
Needs: Calculator, paper, No. 2 pencils, map of your service 
area with all hydrants, and apparatus inventories on all trucks 
in your department.

FRIDAY 6 P.M. – 10 P.M.,

SATURDAY 8 A.M. – 6 P.M. AND
SUNDAY 8 A.M. – 1:30 P.M.***
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RAPID INTERVENTION TEAMS (15 hrs.)
This course is a must for all firefighters!  It teaches rapid intervention skills in 3 
stages:  Firefighter Survival, Firefighter Rescue, and Rapid Intervention Team 
Operations.  Because rapid intervention begins with Prevention, this course 
will provide students with skills that will enhance personal survivability on the 
fire ground.  The realistic and intense program is designed to test firefighters 
and their abilities to survive and perform as an initial rapid intervention team 
member.  Students will be exposed to several unique tactics designed to 
keep them oriented and able to operate in, and escape from, hostile fire and 
smoke conditions.  This course is very physically demanding.  A follow-up 
advanced course is available at a later date.

Needs:  Full PPE including SCBA and spare cylinder

Note:  This class meets on Friday night from 7 – 10 p.m.  Students 
will register in the classroom.  Room numbers will be posted in the 
Registration Area in Bldg. 13.

TRAFFIC CONTROL FOR EMERGENCY SERVICES (15 hrs.)
This class will teach students the correct methods of directing traffic during 
emergency situations and special events.  Emphasis will be on safety of 
the emergency workers and the motoring public.  Also covered will be the 
methods of detouring traffic.
Needs:  Dress appropriately for weather
