SEARCHING NC LIVE AT ROBESON COMMUNITY COLLEGE LIBRARY

Click NC LIVE icon.
Click “Browse Resources.”
Click “Alphabetic.”

Select “A” under “alphabetic” list to access Academic Search Premier.

Click on Academic Search Premier. You are on the Basic Search Keyword screen.
Place a check in the box for “full text of the articles.” You might also expand
your search with checks in boxes on the lower portion of the screen.

In the entry box, enter your search term(s):

Example: “Sleep Disorders” (Broad topic) You’ll pull up over one thousand
articles!

Example: “Sleep Disorders in Children” (Narrowed topic) You’ll pull up a few
hundred articles.

Example: “Sleep Disorders in Young Children” (Topic focused more specifically
to only a few articles.)

Scroll through the article citations and choose those you wish to view. You will

" notice works cited data at the end of each citation, including number of pages. This

will give you some estimation of the number of pages you might expect to print.

Also, there is usually a choice of “HTML?” or “PDF” full text. As you may know,
“PDF” gives text plus any graphs, pictures, or illustrations that accompany the text.
On the other hand, “HTML?” is text only. Please bear this in mind when you choose
to print.

Click on “PDF Full Text” or “HTML Full Text.” The full-text article that you have
selected will appear on the screen. If you click on the article title, the citation screen
appears, and you will have to click on “full text” at the bottom of the screen. The
citation screen, however, does provide useful subject terms that may assist further
with your research.

Use “back” and “forward” icons as needed to navigate between lists and articles.

If you print the article, the cost is 10 cents per page. Bring your pages to the
Circulation Desk, and pay for them there. If you have a computer with an Internet
connection at home, you can get the NC LIVE and NewsBank passwords and save the
cost of printing.

You’ve searched only one database of several available under the “alphabetic”
listing. Think of the vast array of information available through NC LIVE, and try
your luck with MasterFile Premier, ERIC Education, CINAHL, Business Source
Premier, and others.

Explore additional ways to search by clicking on the icon for NewsBank InfoWeb.
Select from cither NewsBank NewsFile Collection, NewsBank ScienceSource
Collection, or America’s Newspapers, and follow instructions on each screen for your
search.
